1997, namely :— :

1. These rules may bz called the Personal Assistant Group “ B, Higher
Grade Stenographer-Group “ B ”*, Lower Grade .Stenographer-Group “B”
and Steno-Typist-Group “ C” in the various offices of Government outside
Greater Mumbai (Recruitment) (Amendment) Rules, 2003,
